INTRODUCTION

Poland has been participating in the peacekeeping operations in most of the conflicts all
over the world. Due to such contribution of our peacekeeping units, military observers and
individuals we have gained great experience in this area. The most tasks Poland has performed
in the framework of peacekeeping activities were the logistics missions.

The first Polish Logistic Unit was despatched to Egipt in 1973 (UNEF II), and
afterwards Poloand has been providing logistic support to the following missions:
UNDOF-Syria (1973-1993), UNTAG- Namibia(1989-1990), UNTAC-Cambodia (1991-
1993), UNIFIL-Lebanon (1992-todate), IFOR/SFOR-former Yugoslavia (1995-to date).

Therefore, the course is a great opportunity to share our experience with the logistic
officers from other nations that contribute their efforts to maintain peace all over the world.

The National Defence University (NDU) is situated at Rembertow close to Warsaw
(just on the right bank of the Vistula river). It is exactly 15 km of Warsaw downtown towards
the east. The geographical location of the University and especially surrounding of mixed trees
famous for advanced in age oaks is set aside on the territory of the University. In June, 1919
the Fligher Officer’s School making up the integral part of the General Staff began to carry out
its own activity. In January, 1920 the school was renamed for the Higher School of the General
Staff and then later in August it changed its name for the Higher War School. During the
World War 1l the entire education of officers was still conducted by the Higher War School
located in Scotland ( up to 1946). The academy of the General Staff of the Polish Army was
set up in Warsaw at Opaczewska street and then (since 1954) moved into the historical military
training complex of Il Republic of Poland at Rembertéw. In 1990 as a result of the total
restructuring of Polish military forces, the National Defence University (NDU) was finally
formed, while taking over a long - lasting tradition of military educational institution in the
Republic of Poland.

Currently the NDU is caring out many educational tasks, among them there is being
conducted United Nations Military Logistic Course.

Preparing Polish officers for assignments as military observers, logistic, staff and

command officers for world-wide UN peacekeeping operations is a principal aim for the
Peacekeeping Faculty, which has been caring out its activities since September 1996.
This United Nations Military Logistic Course is the second, because the first was held in
October 1996 Taking the advantage of the first course and some suggestions of the
participants curriculum for this course has been amended to cover all matters which are the
most important for logistic officers taking part in a peacekeeping operation.

The main aim of this course is to provide as much as possible theoretical and practical
information concerning their future tasks within UN mission, as well as during preparation
contingents. This course is being designated for officers of the rank of Captain and Major, who
are going to be assigned for the logistic post at HQ UN Mission or for the Command of the
Logistic Battalions.
