1. The United Nations Peacekee Handbook for Junior Ranks, 2nd draft has been
develope as a reference material for trainees at e junior rank level, but may likewise be
useful to civilian personnel assigned to UN peacekeeping operations. It provides
background information on UN peacekeeping and covers the code of conduct, general
skills, UN operational subjects, personnel affairs considerations, and other useful
information.

2. The United Nations Military Observer Handbook 1st draft, is designed to assist the
individual UNMO in the performance of his duties in the field and covers duty in the
headquarters, team sites, observation posts, patrolling, reporting, liaison, mediation
and negotiation.

3.The United Nations Civilian Police Handbook 1st draft, is designed to assist the
individual UN CivPol member in the performance of his duties in the field and covers
subjects like duty in the headquarters, police stations, patrolling, reporting, liaison,
mediation and negotiation.

4.The United Nations Criminal Justice Standards for Peacekeeping Police, 1st Draft, is
a ,jvlanual on Policies and Procedures Concerning Reimbursement and Control of
Contingent Owned Equipment of Troop-eontributing Countries Participating in
Peacekeeping Operations"”; Drafted by the Field Administration Logistics Department
(FALD), printed in eooperation with DPKO/TU.



5.Contingent Owned Equipment (COE) Manual is a "Manual on Policies and
Procedures Concerning Reimbursement and Control of Contingent Owned Equipment
of Troop- contributing Countries Participating in Peacekeeping Operations"; Drafted
by the Field Administration Logistics Department (FALD), printed in cooperation with
DPKO/TU.

6. The United Nations Peacekeeping Training Manual 3rd draft provides trainers fi*om
contributing governments or UN agencies with guidelines for what to include in, and
how to conduct peacekeeping training of all personnel. Part 1is meant to enhance the
trainers’ understanding of the underlying principles of peacekeeping. Parts 2 & 3 list a
series of training objectives, individual and collective, to be achieved during training.
Part 4 provides sample lesson plans and slides for the instructors.

7. The UN Military Observer Course Cirriculum 2nd draft outlines the training of
actual or prospective military observers by suggesting methods , subjects and the
conduct of training to be followed by national peacekeeping trainers. This document
also includes standards of performance to be met by the trainees. This document is also
available in French.

8.The UN Civilian Police Course Curriculum 2nd draft outlines the training of civilian
police members by suggesting methods, subjects and the conduct of training to be
followed by national peacekeeping trainers. This document also includes standards of
performance to be met by the trainees. This document is also available in French.

9. fhe Instructional Peacekeeing Video Series consists of six parts on a single
videotape covering the following topics:

ePart | : The Roots and Causes of Conflict;
Part 2: The Evolution of LTN Peacekeeping;

e Part 3: The Function ofa LTN Training Centre;
e Part 4: How to Train the UN Soldier;

Part 5: How to Train the UN Military Observer;
e Part 6: How to Train the UN Election Monitor.

10. The UN Guidelines for Peacekeeping, (TU-101/95) suggests a common approach
to peacekeeping and gives guidance to actual or prospective contributing governments,
drawing from the cumlative experience of peacekeeping operations. This key
document elaborates on the fi*amework, forms, principles, practices and preapration for
peacekeeping operations.
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11. The Guideline Notes Standing Operating Procedures SOPs for Peacekeeing
Operations (TU-102/91) provides a model set of instructions for all operational,
logistic and administrative aspects of a peacekeeping operation that can be used as a
basis for the drafting of hiture SOPs.

12. The Guideline Notes for the Guidance of United Nations Military Observers (TII-
103/97) provides a model set of instructions and information on the roles,
responsibilities and entitlement of UNMOs to enable relevant national insitutions and
individuals to prepare properly for a mission.

13. The Guideline Notes for the Guidance of United Nations Civilian Police (TU-
104/97) provides a model set of instructions and information on the roles,
responsibilities an entitlement of UN CivPol to enable relevant national insitutions and
individuals to prepare properly for a mission.

14. The United Nations Operation Support Manual (TU-105/95), drafted by FALD with
assistance from the Canadian Armed Forces, details UN logistic procedures with the
exception of medical support procedures. Medical issues are covered in a separate
document.

15. The Medical Support Manual for United Nations Field Operations (TU-106/96)
establishes procedural guidelines and responsibilities, drawing firom the cumlative
experience of peacekeeping operations. It also includes a catalog of medical items for
peacekeeping operations.

16. The Executive Reports on the United Nations Regional Peacekeeping Training
Workshop s (TUI07/96) summaizes the presentations, findings and suggestions of this
series of global workshops. These sessions were hosted by the Govermments of
Denmark (Feb 1995), Argentina (April 1995), India (Jan 199b) and Egypt (Mar 1996).
The aim of the exercise was to encourage greater regional cooperation and
commonality in Peacekeeping training. Participants presented comprehensive views on
peacekeeping training within the region and exchanged ideas on specialized
peacekeeping methods. The workshops also identified areas where the UN could
provide assistance to member states training and participating in peacekeeping
operations.

17. The Bibliography on United Nations Peacekeeing (TU-108/91) gives the user quick
reference to reference materials for further reading on insitutional, legal, operational
and humanitarian aspects of peacekeeping operations. In addition, it also lists
publications on military observer missions and the role of civilian police.
